The Embassy of India to the Russian Federation presents its compliments to the
Representatives of the Chambers of Commerce and Industry in the Russian Federation and has the
honour to inform about the Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation (ITEC) Programme, under
which Government of India sponsors short-term training courses for Russian nationals in premier
Indian educational and training institutions, in areas such as English language, IT skills,
telecommunication, management, banking and finance, energy and resources, agriculture,
entrepreneurship etc.
